Criteria for Membership
To meet Minimum Requirements for selection to Order of Omega, a student must:

· Be a full-time (minimum of 12 hours) student;

· Must be an initiated member in good standing with his/her chapter and the University;

· Must have one full year of academic residence at Southeast Missouri State University;

· Must maintain a cumulative GPA at or higher than the all-Greek GPA 

· 3.010 for Spring 2012 Applications;

· Must have 60 or more credit hours completed;

· Held a combination of at least three chair or officer positions within their chapter and/or the Greek System;

· Remain active in at least one non-Greek University organization, committee, etc.;

· Demonstrate exemplary character, good scholarship, and quality leadership.

Applications can be found online at www.semogreeks.com.  Completed applications are due by 5pm on March 9, 2012 in UC202.  The current membership then reviews and selects a new initiate class not to exceed a membership total of 3% of the current Greek student population. We can accept 30 members for initiation, in addition to any Spring 2012 graduating seniors who are accepted.
Spring 2012 Initiates will be notified via email by Wednesday, March 24, 2012.  Initiation will be held at 6pm on Monday, March 26, 2012. 
Order of Omega dues are:  $50 for National Dues, $10 for one semester local dues, or $15 for two semesters of local dues.  Dues must be paid at time of Initiation.  

Graduation Cords are $10.00 per set, and can be paid for at the same time you pay dues.
